(New York, NY — WNYC) UPDATED Transportation Secretary Ray LaHood came to
LaGuardia Airport today to put pressure on Congress to end the partial shutdown of the
Federal Aviation Administration, now in its 10th day.

LaHood stood with Administrator of the FAA Randy Babbitt in an American Airlines
hangar with a view of the airport’s old traffic control tower. A $6.3 million contract with
a Brooklyn-based company to demolish the tower has been placed on hold while
Congress is stalled over competing versions of a temporary extension for the agency.

The stalemate came after the Senate refused to pass a House version of a temporary
extension, which cut subsidies to several rural airports. The Democratic Senate is
accusing the House of making the cut to force the Senate to change labor laws, which it
says it will not do.

In an email to reporters today, Senator Jay Rockefeller’s staffers say the West Virginia
Democrat has come up with a version of a bill that matches Republican cuts, and say
“that plan could move forward as early as today.” No word from Congressional
Republicans on whether they’d agree to the plan.

LaHood unleashed a blistering critique of the Congressional stalemate, which he says has
caused the furlough of 4,000 FAA employees and lay-offs for 70,000 construction
workers as $2.5 billion in airport projects languish around the country.

“Don’t take your vacation, Congress, until you pass an FAA bill so FAA employees can
go back to work, so construction projects can continue here at LaGuardia, building the
new tower,” he said.

—330 Million per day Republican-led Shutdown of FAA Jeopardizing the Jobs of Wearly
90,000 American Workers and 3,600 FAA Aviation Experts—

Washington, D.C.— On the tenth day of the Republican-led shutdown of the Federal
Aviation Administration (FAA) that has cost tens of thousands of American jobs and
nearly $300 million in lost revenue, U.S. Representative Nick J. Rahall (D-WV), top
Democrat.on the House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee, and U.S.
Representative Jerry Costello (D-IL), top Democrat on the Aviation Subcommittee, today
demanded House Republican leaders act to end the senseless shutdown before adjourning
for the month of August.

“Since the Republican majority manufactured this crisis by attaching a controversial
policy rider to the FAA extension bill, House Republicans have taken no action to resolve
this issue and put American construction workers and FAA’s safety engineers back to
work,” wrote the lawmakers in a letter to Majority Leader Eric Cantor. “It would be
irresponsible for the House Republican leadership to even consider adjourning when we
should be staying to find a solution to this senseless shutdown. At the height of the
summer travel season and construction season, and with more than 1.3 million
construction workers out of work, it is inexcusable that Congress would leave so many
American jobs in jeopardy.”

The Republican-led FAA shutdown has cansed the FAA to issue 217 stop-work orders on
$11 billion worth of air traffic control and safety-related contracts and that number will
continue to grow as long as Republicans refuse to move this process forward. The
Republican ‘my way or the runway’ shotgun approach to negotiating the future of our
Nation’s aviation system has jeopardized nearly 90,000 American jobs, furloughed 3,600
engineers, safety analysts, and aviation experts, and has cost nearly $300 million in lost
revenue.

“As Members of Congress fly back to their districts this week, they may not even notice -
that our Nation’s world-class aviation system has been partially shuttered by Republican
intransigence,” said the lawmakers. “But for the 87,000 American workers whose jobs
are in jeopardy, the stop-work orders that have been issued over the last 10 days to
construction crews and FAA contractors from coast to coast are all too real."
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Every Democrat on the House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee joined '
together last week to introduce the “dviation Jobs and Safety Act of 2011” (H.R. 2644),
a clean FAA extension bill that would authorize the aviation programs through the end of
Fiscal Year 2011 (September 30, 2011). The clean extension, which is supported by the
U.S. Department of Transportation and a wide variety of organizations, would help turn
the lights back on at the FAA while a long-term reauthorization is finalized.

“House Republican leaders have the ability to solve this shutdown today and help put
3,600 aviation engineers, scientists, and experts back on the job. Republicans could act
today to no longer jeopardize the jobs of nearly 90,000 American workers,” said the

- lawmakers. “There is no legitimate reason why the future of our aviation system
deserves to be negotiated at gunpoint. Stop the political games. Do not penalize the
people who help keep our skies safe.”

Pending enactment of a long-term FAA reauthorization bill, Congress has passed 20
short-term extension acts without controversial policy provisions since 2007. Breaking
with precedent, the 21st short-term extension that the House Republican leadership
crafted and the House recently passed contained extraneous policy riders that had not
been agreed upon in advance. Despite being warned that such provisions could not pass
the Senate, Republican leaders chose to attach these provisions to a must-pass, short-term
funding extension and forced a partial FAA shutdown at a cost of $200 million per week
in lost revenue.



Republican Mica Says No End in Sight for FAA
Shutdown, Senate Democrat Rockefeller “Appalled”

UPDATED WITH COMMENTS FROM SENATOR JAY ROCKEFELLER As federal
talks on a debt ceiling and deficit reductions remain stalemated, at least one federal
agency, the Federal Aviation Administration, is already a casualty of a House-Senate
impasse. The FAA partially shut down Friday, furloughing employees and bringing
construction projects to a halt, after the House inserted a provision to strip out subsidies
for rural airports into a routine funding extension bill. No safety services have been
affected.

The FAA is also no longer collecting taxes, but airline travelers aren’t getting any relief:

House Transportation and Infrastructure Committee Chair John Mica (R-FL) told
reporters Monday he has “no idea” when the FAA will re-open.

For his part, Senator Jay Rockefeller, (D-WV) Chair of the Senate Commerce, Science
and Transportation Committee, issued a statement saying he “was appalled that the
House went through on its dangerous threats last week to hold the entire FAA bill
hostage to their politics. This issue is too serious for a stalemate because the House
leadership is insisting on a provision pushed primarily by Delta Airlines to benefit their
anti-worker agenda. That provision has already been rejected by the Senate, and the
President says he’ll veto it, so it is a non-starter.”

The House and Senate have been discussing re-authorization for the FAA for several
years. This partial shutdown is the result of a prolonged stalemate in those negotiations.
In the long-term bill, Republicans are advocating for a provision—the one Rockefeller
referred to as “pushed” by Delta-that overturns a rule approved last year that would make
it easier for airline and railroad workers to unionize.

On Wednesday the House passed its 21st extension of the 2007 FAA re-authorization, but
added in a provision that would shut down three rural airports, including one in Nevada,
home state of Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid.

Mica is pointing figures at the Senate: “This is sort of sad,” he told reporters on Capitol
Hill today, including Transportation Nation’s Todd Zwillich. You know on the eve of the
country’s finances near collapse, it’s sort of — I don’t know, symbolic of the whole
problem here. No one is willing to eliminate any wasteful programs.” Mica says his bill
only affects three airports that, he says, receive federal subsidies of $1,500 to $3,700 per
ticket.

But Senator Jay Rockefeller, IV, D-WVA, Chair of the Senate Commerce, Science, and
Transportation Committee, told Transportation Nation’s Todd Zwillich that closing down
the three rural airports is a red herring.

“That’s the appearance that they put forward, in their letter to me they didn’t ever
mention the national mediation board,” Rockefeller said.

“But believe me that’s it. He has told me, Mica’s told me on a number of occasions that
he doesn’t have a dog that hunts on the Essential Air Services” — which shuts down
three rural airports that receive heavy government subsidies. “ That’s not what their
point is, their point is that they want to reverse 75 years of labor law.”

Rockefeller said House Republicans were following the direction of Delta Airlines on
this.

When asked if reporters should “conclude they’re jamming you guys on a FAA shutdown
to get you to relent on what Delta wants,” Rockefeller responded in the affirmative.
“They just went to the Essential Air Service as a way of covering up their real point
which is anti-worker. Which I’'m not going to do.”

Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid (D-NV) says the Senate will not consider the House
version of the bill, period.

The shutdown has made U.S. Transportation Secretary Ray LaHood apoplectic with rage,
insofar as the amiable former congressman can ever be full of rage: “Construction
workers across America will lose their jobs and local communities will be hurt the longer
this goes on. Congress needs to pass an FAA bill to prevent further economic damage,”
said LaHood in a statement. “This is no way to run the best aviation system in the world.”

But a source familiar with Congress says Mica’s action “breaks faith” with the
negotiation process. The source says it is “unheard of” to use a funding extension to enact
a policy shift rather than continuing the status quo while negotiations on a full re-
authorization bill proceed.
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The House committee chairman claims the Senate’s bill would have shut down the three
airports, too. And he added, ominously: “If I have to do additional extensions they will
not like what will be in them.”

Transcript here:

Mica: You know — we 've had this extension over there since last Wednesday. I'm sad
that the Senate would leave — allow more than 4,000 employees to be left behind. The
only difference in the extension — it is a clean extension, the only thing we added was
language that they passed related to [the] Essential Air Service [program] and we had a
small addition prohibiting subsidies for any Essential Air Service that was subsidized
more than 31,000 a ticket, which only affects three airports in the country, one in
Nevada, Montana and New Mexico. Right now it’s in the senate and I just have no idea
when we’ll open FAA again. '

Zwillich: Are you in discussions, are you having discussions with Chairman [Jay]
Rockefeller?

Mica: I have not today, I'm willing — I've had great discussions with Rockefeller we are
Jjust about through with every one of the items for re-authorization, you know. This has
been going on for five years I've had five months to try to settle it but it's sad.

Zwillich: What have you heard from the leadership? Is there a desire to solve this this
week or are they distracted with debt?

Mica: It really is for the leadership of the Senate to resolve it. It's over there, we passed
an extension, extensions good to the 16™ we should be able to finish this — we could
finish them in one hour.

Zwillich: They think you're trying to jam them with this EAS —you know how they feel
about it.

Mica: They passed this — We took the exact language on essential air service and I'm
told, even the three airports where we did add — three airports that get more than $1,000
subsidy — that those airports would have been affected by their language so we 've
basically taken their language and sent it back over there and that’s why they 're — And
Republicans on the Senate side agree too, you know, let’s take the extension, get FAA
opened up and finalize the negotiations. It's a pretty heavy penalty to pay for three
airports and you know, one of the subsidies — the one in Nevada is 33,700 per ticket.

It’s outrageous.

Reporter: Rockefeller has introduced a clean extension in the Senate — If they send you
a clean extension back will you guys accept that?



Mica: I don’t make those decisions. Let me introduce you to Mr. Cantor. He's the
gentleman from Virginia. Maybe you could ask him or his staff. I'm just a mere
committee chairman. —

Zwillich: Hapless

Reporter: Has the leadership indicated whether they will accept that or not?

Mica: We have done our due diligence we have sent this over, its been there since last
Wednesday. This is sort of sad you know on the eve of the country’s finances near
collapse its sort of I don't know symbolic of the whole problem here no one is willing to
eliminate any wasteful programs...this doesn’t have a dramatic effect, granted, on
Jfinances. But to continue these subsidies when the senate has passed this language they
said well, it's not common to have legislation on an extension. That’s not true they put
an entire bill on one of the 17 extensions. They did. Tey said we didn't appoint a
conference commiltee, we 've pre-conferenced. They had no bill passed the first two years
they had this so there was no conference. And then we had five months until we went out
of session and they never appointed conferees, so every argument they can raise about
the House's action is invalid.

Zwillich: What's the score of the EAS language, how much are you saving?

Mica: It's in the millions, I can't tell you but you know, the EAS is symbolic of what’s
wrong with Washington. It grew from a 350 million program ten years ago to in the
neighborhood of $200 million. We can't eliminate subsidies at airports that have service
within 90 miles or that are subsidizing each ticket between $1,500 and $3,700 for three
airports. No more needs to be said.

Reporter: What about the labor provision?
Mica: That’s not anything to do with the extension we’ve sent them a clean extension

with the EAS provision that they passed. If I have to do additional extensions they will not
like what will be in them.

New House FAA Extension Introduced with EAS Reforms
July 15, 2011

WASHINGTON, D.C. -- Today the twenty-first extension of Federal Aviation Administration
(FAA) programs was introduced in the House by Transportation & Infrastructure Committee
Chairman John L. Mica (R-FL), Aviation Subcommittee Chairman Tom Petri (R-WI), and Ways
& Means Committee Chairman Dave Camp (R-MI). It has been over 7 % years since the last
FAA reauthorization was signed into law.

“It is unfortunate that we have been put in this position, again, by the current Senate leadership
who refuse to negotiate in the best interest of the American public,” Mica said. “When
Democrats controlled the House and Senate, Congress also failed to act, and unfortunately
Democrat tactics have not changed. Our nation’s aviation system cannot operate effectively
under the Senate’s ongoing political gamesmanship.”

Mica continued, “House and Senate negotiations on the FAA bill have resulted in significant
progress over the last several months. However, it is time for the Senate to put the safety of the
traveling public above their own political posturing and paybacks to the labor movement.
Clearly, some in the Senate have made a political decision to put special interest labor provisions
above the safety of our nation’s aviation system.”

“The Essential Air Service provisions included in the extension are limited reforms that target
the most indefensible of the subsidies,” Petri said. “We in Congress are trying to find a way
forward on addressing our deficit and long-term debt issues, but if we can’t put an end to these
extravagant subsidies, then we will never be able to rein in spending where really hard decisions
are necessary. How can we justify subsidies of over $1,000 per passenger, or subsidies for
communities that are located less than 90 miles from a hub airport? Should we be asked to pay,
in essence, $10 per mile in one particular case for someone to avoid driving 82 miles to an
airport? This is, in fact, some limited common sense reform to end the most extreme of the EAS
subsidies.”

This 21st extension, H.R. 2553, maintains current funding levels for the FAA, its employees, and
airports across the country through September 16, 2011. The extension also includes a common
sense Essential Air Service (EAS) reform provision, which the Senate passed unanimously
during Floor consideration earlier this year. This provision, which was section 420 in the
Senate’s FAA bill, would limit EAS eligibility to communities that are located 90 or more miles
from a large or medium hub airport. It also includes a waiver should the Secretary: of
Transportation determine that geographic characteristics result in undue difficulty accessing the
nearest medium or large hub. This modest reform, already approved by the Senate this year,
would eliminate 10 EAS communities located within 90 miles of a medium or large hub airport,
resulting in $12.5 million in annual savings.

The extension also includes a pro-taxpayer cap on the EAS passenger subsidy provided by the
federal government. Setting the subsidy cap at $1,000 per passenger eliminates three additional
communities from the EAS program and saves an additional $4.1 million on an annual basis. The
current per passenger subsidy rates for these three airports are: Ely, Nevada, $3,720;
Alamogordo/Holloman AFB, New Mexico, $1,563; and Glendive, Montana, $1,358.

“Given the intransigence of the Senate, their inability to move any piece of substantive
legislation, and their unwillingness to compromise, we are compelled to seek rational and modest
